
 From the Pastor’s Desk:  
Reflection: Matthew 22, 1-14 
Parables, like the one we heard today, tell 
how God relates to his people. The implica-
tion, then, is that God’s people ought to re-
late to each other in the same way. In this 
parable, the king represents God. God invites 
all to his banquet. When the regular guests 
refuse to come, he continues to invite until 
the banquet tables are filled. In God’s king-

dom, unlike that of the king, the banquet room has an infinite capaci-
ty.  
If we are to act toward each other as God acts toward us, we are to 
invite everyone into our lives. The woman in the story realized she 
was judging and dismissing this man from church, and not inviting 
him in. If there are those who don’t wish to participate, then we go to 
others and keep asking until we get a positive response. Jesus mod-
eled this behavior for us repeatedly during his ministry when he ac-
cepted the company of all-he ate with Pharisees and also kept compa-
ny with those on the margins of society. He continued to spread the 
Good News of the Father’s kingdom to everyone. 
We are not here to judge others, but to welcome them as God wel-
comes us. God invites us to be a part of his kingdom. The way that 
we respond to others in our daily lives marks the way we respond to 
God’s invitation. 
Lord God, may we always know the joy of living in your presence 
and grow in the hope of seeing you face to face in your everlast-
ing kingdom.

1. Deep Humility – Going to Confession helps us in becoming 
Humble 
2. Heavenly Wisdom – Pray that we may be able to see things 
thru God’s eyes; Remember God sees his Image in Us 
3. Lively Faith – Not only saying “Yes, I believe.” But show it 
with our actions.  Asking others “With what can I help”. This 
doesn’t mean that we will be able to help or save everyone but 
we need to be willing to offer 
4. Heroic Patience - Untie Each Knot (a knot is a problem or an 
issue we have) one at a time & at God’s will 
5. Ardent Love – Love that overflows; it is a fire in our Hearts 
6. Angelic Kindness – Be Calm; Be there for others; Do extra 
for others; Listen with Full Concentration to others-do not 
“hijack” the conversation while that person is talking (listen to 
them & then speak)  
7. Surpassing Purity – Be without any “stain”(sins); Ask 
Blessed Mother to Purify our Hearts; Show love in a Chaste 
way, in a Beautiful Way (for example, dress, speak, & act ap-
propriately & modestly) 
8. Unceasing Prayer – Be in Constant Prayer; Many different 
ways to Pray – for example, Prayer can be as simple as repeat-
ing ‘Jesus, Jesus, Jesus’ 
9. Blind Obedience – Have Complete Trust; Have Complete 
Faith 
10. Constant Self-Denial – Be careful of our choices; we don’t 
always need the best of the best; share with others what we have 
& not just our “left overs”
