
 

 

From the Pastors Desk: Reflection: Mark 10, 17 

– 30:  He went away sorrowful for he was a man of 
great wealth. We can see how Jesus —who loves 
us— wants us all to enter the Kingdom of God. 
Hence, the strong warning to the “rich”. They are 
also called to enter the Kingdom. But they do face more diffi-
cult challenges to open themselves to God. Their wealth may 
make them believe they already have everything; they are 
tempted to jeopardize their own safety and trust by placing 
them in their possibilities and riches. They do not realize that 
both their trust and safety should rather be placed in God. And 
not only through words, but through actions: it is very easy to 
say «Sacred Heart of Jesus, I trust in You», but how difficult it 
is to show it through your actions. If we are wealthy and we 
sincerely recite the above short prayer, we should try to use 
our wealth to help others, feeling we are engaged in the stew-
ardship of what God has given us. As Mother Teresa said «We 
must free ourselves to be filled by God. Even God cannot fill 
what is full». We are risking having God just as another addi-
tional element of our life, another book in our library; important, 
yes, but just another book; therefore, not considering him as 
our true and only Savior. The point is that whether wealthy or 
poor we cannot be saved just by ourselves. Who, then, can be 
saved? The disciples will wonder, and Jesus will answer «For 
humans it is impossible, but not for God; all things are possible 
with God». Let us all place our full trust in Jesus, and let it 
show up in our lives. Loving Father, your kingdom of mercy 
and redemption is the greatest gift we can hope to receive. 
Your Son promises that it belongs to those who have re-
nounced the allure of wealth and see you as the source of their 
salvation. With you all things are possible. Open our eyes to 
this truth apparent in our world. Amen

Del escritorio del Pastor: Reflexión: Marcos 10, 17-30: «él 
se fue triste porque era un hombre de gran riqueza» 
Podemos ver cómo Jesús, que nos ama, quiere que todos no-
sotros entremos al Reino de Dios. Por lo tanto, la fuerte adver-
tencia a los "ricos". También están llamados a entrar en el 
Reino. Pero lo hacen frente a retos más difíciles a abrirse a 
Dios. Su riqueza puede hacerles creer que ya lo tienen todo; 
son tentados a poner en peligro su propia seguridad y confian-
za, colocándolos en sus posibilidades y riquezas. No se dan 
cuenta que su confianza y seguridad más bien se debe colo-
carse en Dios. Y no sólo a través de palabras, sino a través de 
acciones: es muy fácil decir «Sagrado corazón de Jesús, en ti 
confío», pero que difícil es demostrarlo a través de sus accio-
nes. Si somos ricos, y sinceramente recitamos la oración de 
arriba, deberíamos tratar de usar nuestra riqueza para ayudar 
a los demás, sentir comprometidos a la administración de lo 
que Dios nos ha dado.  Como Madre Teresa dijo «debemos 
liberarnos para ser llenado por Dios. Ni Dios puede llenar lo 
que está lleno». Nos estamos arriesgando teniendo a Dios 
sólo como un elemento adicional de nuestra vida, otro libro en 
nuestra biblioteca; importante, sí, pero sólo otro libro. Por lo 
tanto, no considerarlo como nuestro verdadero y único Salva-
dor. El punto es que ya sea rico o pobre no podemos ser sal-
vos sólo por nosotros mismos: «Quién, entonces, puede ser 
salvado?», se preguntan los discípulos, y Jesús le responde 
«para los humanos es imposible, pero no para Dios; todas las 
cosas son posibles con Dios.» Debemos todos poner toda 
nuestra confianza en Jesús y que se demuestre en nuestras 
vidas. Padre cariñoso, tu Reino de misericordia y la redención 
es el regalo más grande que esperamos recibir. Su hijo prome-
te que pertenece a aquellos que han renunciado a la seduc-
ción de la riqueza y que te ven como la fuente de su salvación. 
Contigo todo es posible. Abre nuestros ojos a esta verdad evi-
dente en nuestro mundo. Amén
